Singing Instrument
-Singing uses our voices to make music.
-When singing, we can change the pitch (high/low) : Rhythm
of our voice. We can also change the volume (loud
quiet) of our voice. We can create our own songs

and tunes using the above (and sometimes rhyming).

-When we dance, we use our bodies to move to the sound of music. Recording
