•	 It will be an effective document to support Ofsted 
inspections enabling schools to evidence progress 
in Physical Education (PE) and evidence swimming 
attainment, which forms part of the PE National 
Curriculum. We would recommend schools consider 
the Intent, Implementation and Impact of any spend, as 
examined within the Education Inspection Framework.

•	 Build capacity and capability within the school to ensure that improvements made now will benefit pupils joining the 

school in future years
•	 Develop or add to the PESSPA activities that your school already offers.	  

The Primary PE and sport premium should not be used to fund capital spend projects; the school’s core budget should fund 
these. Further detail on capital expenditure can be found in the updated Primary PE and sport premium guidance.

Our pupils are given the opportunity to attend 4 sports clubs on a weekly basis. 



Our pupils are given the opportunity to attend weekly competitive sports through PSP, School games and our partnership with Summer Lane Primary School



All pupils attended our annual sports day. This was run over 2 session for FS2/KS1 and KS2 on site with support from sports leaders from one of our local secondary schools (Horizon Community College).
