the axis of rotation of the Earth.

CAPITAL CITY:  the town or city that 

functions as the seat of government for 

the country. 

CONTINENT: any of the world’s 

continuous land expanses. 

ATLAS: a book of maps or charts 

COUNTRY: a nation with its own 

government occupying a particular 

territory.  

EUROPE: one of the seven 

recognised continents of the world. 

MAP: a picture of a place drawn from 

above 

OCEANS: a very large expanse of 

sea 

UNITED KINGDOM: an island 

nation made up of England, Scotland, 

Wales and Northern Island. 

SEA: the expanse of salt water that 

covers most of the Earth’s surface 

SOUTH POLE: the southern end of 

the axis of rotation of the Earth.

The Five Oceans: 

EQUATOR: an imaginary line around 

the centre of the Earth that goes exactly 

midway between the North and South 

Pole.
